EDITOR'S COMMENTS

This is it —the first A.R.C. issue of a new century —
amoment in time guaranteed to inspire thoughts of the
future, as well as a nostalgic look at the past. Experi-
ence tells us, as collectors of vintage equipment, that
the technological advances of the future will be even
more extraordinary than those of the past. We, after afl,
deal daily with the mode of communication that revolu-
tionized this century. Can we expect less of the next?

A look to the past confirms that many pioneers of
radio history will always capture the imagination. We
might start with Hertz and his proof of the existence of
magnetic waves in 1888, or with Marconi and his first
transatlantic wireless transmission in 1901. Armstrong,
de Forest, and Sarnoff follow — the list could go on —
and we can be justifiably proud of preserving the fruits
of their labor. In doing that, we are very much a part of
a force that has launched the technology of the future.

Our lead article by Ray Bintliff fits right in to these
future-past reflections. Almost a century of Ham activ-
ities is recorded in a scrapbook found at a swap meet.
Such a carefully compiled, personal record of an impor-
tant aspect of radio history is a rare find indeed. Since
preserving radio history is part of A.R.C.'s mission,
we're grateful to Jeff Brooks for realizing the album's
value and for lending it to us to share with you.

Often a good source of radio history is old maga-
zines. Alton DuBois was inspired by 1920s ads in
Popular Radioto re-create a Timbretone violin speaker.
His subject also inspired us to let the horn blare out our
miflennium greeting on the cover of this issue. Everyone
embarking on such a project should have Alton's luck —
he was able to see original Timbretones in a nearby
museum and start his project from there.

Taking us backto another 20th century technological
advancement, Tim Mullen writes about his prewar
Emerson TV console. The set is very similar to the
classic RCA TRK design, but Tim hopes to get more
information on it from you readers.

To illustrate the little misunderstandings of history,
Dave Crocker clarifies the difference between the com-
pression-type condenser invented by Powel Crosley
and one invented by Hugo Gernsback. Crosley used his
own design, which predated Gemsback's patent.

As always, Photo Review features some interesting
sets. Most unusual is the Atwater Kent speaker with a
cabinet having a pointed top. as well as a W.W. Grant
crystal set shown with a Northern Electric amplifier.

The tenth anniversary auction held by Eric's
Auction Barn is surely a milestone in the annals of
radio auctions. Ron Ramirez reports on the variety in
evidence in the battery sets, horns, cathedrals, and
consoles offered.Typical prices were an Atwater
Kent breadboard selling at a very reasonable $500,
a 1924 Neutrowound at $475, and a Zenith Trans-
Oceanic at $100.

In his refreshing style, Richard Begbie, our down-
under correspondent, writes of his struggle with and his
ultimate triumph over the brittle pot-metal in a
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loudspeaker driver case. Like Jerry Wieland, who
describes the conversion of an electrodynamic speaker
to a permanent magnetic type in the December 1999
issue, Richard achieves a desirable goal — a way to
restore the original speaker. rather than resort to a
reproduction.

Radio Miscellanea reports on the 30,000 broadcast
QSLs collected by the Committee to Preserve Radio
Verifications now housed at the University of Mary-
land's Library of American Broadcasting. New York's
Radio Row continues to spark interest, but how about
an article on Chicago’s Radio Row? Perhaps there is
someone out there to take up this challenge. Our Web
site is a contnuing subject of correspondence, and so
the letters published this month prompt the following
update on its status.

Web Site Update. We are two-thirds of the way to
completion of the first phase of our Web site expansion.
The auction orices are available to everyone, and the
current classified ads are available to subscribers only.
To say the least, there has been a great deal of agony
involved in this process.

A Swap Meet Treasure

While scanning the items at a
New England Antique Radio
Club Swap Meet, | came upon a
photo album owned by A.R.C.
reader Jeff Brooks, who had pur-
chased it at a yard sale. Foran
old radio event, an album is an
unusual item, and the contents
proved even more surprising.
Realizing my interest, Jeff gen-
erously offered to loan the al-
bum to A.R.C. for development
as the following artlcle. (Editor)

A HAM RADIO HISTORY

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The subject of this article — a
chance find at a swap meet —

activities in the Boston area over
several decades of the 20th century. A little re-
search confirmed that the album had been com-
piled by the late Jack Berman, W1BGW, whose
photos trace the evolution of Ham equipment in
the hands of an able operator.

The earliest photos, shown in Figures 1 and 2,
date from 1929 and show what may now seem to
be rather primitive equipment. At the time, it was
probably quite up-to-date. The horn speaker, car-
bon microphone and headset are commercial
items. The receiver and breadboard-style trans-
mitter are home brews.

Figure 3 is an undated, but later photograph
that shows how Hams strive to update their sta-
tions. Berman'’s station now sports a commercial
receiver. It appears to be a Pilot A-C Super Wasp,
circa 1928. The transmitter is a nicely executed
home brew. Although the photo bears the inscrip-
tion “The Voice of Beantown,” it
seems to be a CW transmitter
with a straight key, and not a
microphone in sight.

Upgrading a Ham station never
ends, so In Figure 4, we see a
new home-brew transmitter and a
new receiver, possibly a home
brew. The photograph is undated,
but the equipment appears to be
from the 1930s. Note that an elec-
tric clock has replaced the windup
clock that appears in Figure 1.
Also a typewriter, or in Ham par-

ON THE AIR

A young operator is shown making a CW con-
tact In Figure 5. Notice that he is using his left hand
to operate the key. By keying with his (or her) left
hand, an operator can write log entries with his
right hand without missing a beat. The transmitter
Is the same as that shown in Figure 4, but the

station now uses one of the venerable National
SW-3 receivers. The small cabinet to the right of
the SW-3 is a home-brew unit probably used to
check the transmitter’s frequency or signal quality.
This photograph is dated August 27, 1939.

POST-WORLD WAR Il

The station shown in Figure 6 now features
two Hammarlund receivers — a new HQ-129X
circa 1945, and a prewar HQ-120. What a happy
Ham this operator must have been with his new
radio! Being a resourceful Ham, he has paired
the HQ-120 with a National
speaker. While a semiautomat-
ic key appears in the photo-
graph, a microphone is nowhere
to be found.

Other photographs in the al-
bum indicate that the transmit-
ting equipment used with this
receiving setup was rack-and-
panel home-brew gear except
for a Meissner “Signal Shifter.”

COLLINS RADIOS AND
RTTY

As Figure 7 indicates, Collins
equipment was added to the sta-
tlon in a major way, probably in
the 1960s. And a teletype key-
board appears for the first time in the photo al-
bum. At some point Berman was bitten by the
radio-teletype (RTTY) bug. The severity of that
bite can be judged by looking at Figures 8 and 9.
A determined looking Berman Is shown at the
“green keys” in Figure 10.

MORE THAN AN OPERATOR

During the time span covered by this article,
most Amateur Radio operators built their radio
gear and were able to repair thelr factory-bullt
equipment as well. Judging from the photographs
in the album, this operator was no exception.
Figure 11 shows a collection of commerclal gear.
Because the Collins 51-S-1 Is out of its case, it
might have been undergoing repair. A Johnson
“Ranger” appears in the background next to a
chrome-plated Gonset rig. The ubiquitous Astatic
Model D-104 microphone with a push-to-talk le-
ver and stand appears in the foreground.

A GREAT HAM SHACK

Perhaps the most impressive
station photograph in the album
is the one shown In Figure 12.
The statlon’s beaming owner is
surrounded by an array of equip-
ment that adds up to a “dream”
Ham station. Certificates and
awards from the ARRL and from
CQ magazine adom the wall.

SPIRIT OF A HOBBY

This photo history Is more
than one man’s experience. Be-

(A Swap Meet Treasure, continued)
into Amateur Radio's acceptance of and contri-
bution to technical advances. For many Hams,
those early years are the golden years during
which it was possible (and sometimes neces-
sary) to build, or homebrew, your own station; a
time when communicating with others around the
world was a challenging and rare accomplish-
ment. But time and technolegy do not stand stifl,
so today’s Ham operators now seek out new
goals with technology that would boggle the minds
of radio’s pioneers.

But the story of W1BGW is not only of equip-
ment and things technical. Ham Radio operators

also have a proud tradition of making friends on
an international scale. These photographs span
the globe and reflect the camaraderie that exists
in the world of Ham Radio. Examples of this
tradition abound in Berman's photos and in a few
of the photos sent to him by his friends, as shown
in Figures 13 through 15.

RTTY CONNECTIONS

On a personal note, while leafing through the
album and seeing the RTTY equipment at
W1BGW, | wondered if my old friend Phil Catona,
W2JAV, had known Jack Berman. To my sur-
prise, | found a photo of Phil at the back of the

album and quickly got in touch
} with him. Phil remembered Jack
from their RTTY days, but could
iR l not provide any details of Jack's
later years. Phil was a frequent
luncheon companion during my
days at RCA in Camden. An
ardent RTTYer, he introduced
many Hams to this mode of
transmission. He held the
Worked-All-States RTTY certifi-
cate #2 and made many contri-
butions to the hobby. Sadly, Phil
became a Silent Key last year.

What we do know about Jack
is that he was a radio engineer
for WHDH, Boston, and that he

“It was a variable condenser, comprised of a
condenser plate, secured on the base, and a
cooperating resilient plate — means for flexing
the resilient plate. In clear language, it was the
compression condenser, now used universally as
a trimmer to track the sections of a variable con-
denser gang. The device was sold to Crosley and
was used as a book condenser in the Crosley
Trirdyne radio.”

DAVE CROCKER'S COMMENTARY

There is often much confusion about Powel
Crosley's use of the famous book condenser, and

PATENT DRAWINGS

Jack’s description and Figure 1
ilustration are correct in that the
condenser shown was patented in
1923 by Hugo Gemsback. How-
ever, Crosley did not use this par-
ticular unit. Gernsback's design
was used in such sets as the Con-
necticut Telephone and Electric
Co.'s Sodion DR-6 receiver. It was
a compression-type, which had
some simitarities to the book-type
condenser.

Instead, the Crosley Radio Com-
pany used true book-type condens-
ers, two of which can be seen

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ple of a typical variable tun-
ing condenser is shown in
Figure 4.

Figure 5 shows 2 book-
type condensers that Cros-
ley used mounted on the rear
of the panel of a typical 1920s
Crosley battery set. This book
-type condenser was actual-
ly designed and patented by
Powel himseif. The patent
was filed on May 23, 1921,
I and is shown in Figure 6, two
full years before the Gems-
back design.

This book condenser was
used in Crosley's first radio
receiver in 1922 and followed
in the Models V, 50, 51, 52,
X, XJ, XL, all of the Ace radi-
os, and the well-known Cros-
ley Pup, but slightly modified
to fit the limited space inside.

In 1924, the book-type tun-
ing condenser had become
obsolete and was replaced
by the modern and more fa-
miliar variable tuning con-
denser, beginning with the
Crosley Model Trirdyn (not
Trirdyne) series, and used by
Crosley right up to its last set
in 1956. The variable tuning
condenser had become the
tuner of choice for all the
major radio manufacturers.

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HOMEBREWING

Re-creating a Timbretone Speaker

BY ALTON A. DUBOIS, JR.

Thumb through old radio magazines and you
might come up with an idea for a satisfying project.
That's what Alton DuBois describes in his ac-
count of the re-creation of a Timbretone violin
speaker. We're hoping that he'll do the same with
an Acmeflex sometime in the future. (Editor)

A while back, | bought a couple of Popular
Radio magazines from 1925-1927, and in them, |
saw an ad for speakers by the Timbretone Manu-
facturing Company of Hoosick Falls, New York.
Looking the town up on a map, | found that it is
only about an hour's drive from where | live. So, |
decided to take a trip to Hoosick Falls.

| tried the public library — nothing there. The
librarian recommended that | look at the Lewis
Museum on Main Street. At this museum | was
shown three radio horn speakers manufactured
by the Timbretone Company — an original violin-
shaped speaker, a smoking-stand speaker and a
flat horizontal speaker, about 12" x 30" x 2" with a
grille on the front edge.

The violin speaker is made of veneer wood,
while the smoking-stand speaker is of standard
wooden construction with a veneer wood horn
inside. The flat speaker is of similar construction
and was designed to be put on top of, or under, a
radio.

In the same showcase was a radio labeled
“Acmeflex” with a flat speaker attached to the top.
The radio is typical of the day, circa 1925. | would
love to examine the chassis construction of that
Acme radio.

COMPANY HISTORY

The three speakers were all made by Clinton
L. Baleholts, who founded the Specialty Manu-

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facturing Company in 1910. It was a highly di-
verse company, and over the years, manufac-
tured everything from waste recycling products to
ERA cigarette lighters, ashtrays, and emblems;
from plastic floats for fishermen and goggle frames
of impregnated paper to plastic gunstocks, parts
for Sprague Electric Company and IBM, and a
special compoundfor airplane distributor caps for
the Navy during World War Il.

Mr. Baleholts was born in Gallupville, New
York, January 23, 1880. He worked for General
Electric before going out on his own. In order to
be a subsidiary supplier to the Walter A. Woods
Company, a large, long-term agricultural machin-
ery manufacturer, he moved to Hoosick Falls,
New York. Of all Baleholts’ products, the Timbre-
tone violin speaker is the one for which he was
best known locally. It was developed at the re-
quest of his wife who had a musical background.

MAKING ONE FOR MY OWN

After examining the violin speaker, taking a
few measurements, and extrapolating from there,
| decided | had to build one for myself, because
original Timbretone violin speakers are now in
the $1,200-$1,500 range. Having a good stock of
walnut veneer, | started some layouts.

The first step was to figure out how to make the
violin shape. Remembering a few ideas | had
seen in some woodworking magazines, | took a
piece of 12" x 12" x 2" pine and cut out a violin
shape of approximate size on my bandsaw. The
result, as shown in Figure 1, was the inside and
outside forms needed to shape the veneer.

The next step was to glue two veneer strips
together while forming them around the violin-
shaped jig. To do this, | soaked two 2" wide strips

of veneer ior 24 hours to make the veneer pliable
enough to shape. Meanwhite, | trimmed the in-
side violin-forming block slightly at the rounded
edges to allow the veneer to be pressed evenly.
The facing sides of the exterior and interior forms
were waxed to prevent the two layers of giued
veneer from sticking to the forms. Figure 2 shows
how | used wood clamps to hold the exterior
forms to the inside form, thus holding the veneer
to the correct shape until the glue set up.

FABRICATING THE HORN

Making the hom was a knotty problem. | first
made a square wooden frame for the horn outlet.
| cut several cardboard templates to the approxi-
mate shape and attached them with clothespins
to the hom outlet. | then trimmed the cardboard
templates to the final shape, as in Figures 3 and
4. Disassembling my templates, | cut the individ-

ual wood veneer shapes from them. | then at-
tached the wooden veneer shapes to the same
square form.

Wrapping tape all around the veneer forms,
shown in Figure 5, | glued the inside edges with a
liquid glue called Super r.B.z.56, available in hob-
by shops. The glue goes on white and dries clear.
(This glue is also good for gluing paper cones to
voice coils or patching breaks In cones.)

As shown in Figure 6, a solid plece of wood is
used at the smaller end of the base to support the
horn and the Baldwin earphone driver.

The wooden cap to cover the driver can be
seen in Flgures 7 and 8. It was cut from 1" walnut
wood, formed to fit over the Baldwin earphone
face and to function also as a base for the hom. It

was secured to the base by wood screws.

Before | glued the top veneer to the base, | cut
out two shaped openings similar to the ones on
the original Timbretone hom. The completed hom,
stained and finished, is shown in Figure 9, well
under the original’s price tag and having the sat-
isfaction of — | did it myself!

For comparison, Figure 10 shows the original
Timbretone homn as it appeared in one of the
company’s advertisements.

VINTAGE TELEVISION

Search for Emerson Prewar TV Identity

BY TIM MULLEN

Though he has enjoyed our articles about TV
over the years, Tim Mullen found that Ray Bint-
liff's June article on his early years with RCA
prompted the following response. Tim’s prewar
Emerson needs identifying, and that’s what A.R.C.
is all about — the exchange of information among
radio collectors. (Editor)

My Emerson prewar radio/TV console is shown
in Figure 1. The cabinet is clearly an Emerson
design, while the 3-band radio appears to be an
Emerson tabletop set modified for transformer op-
eration, But, the television portion is obviously an
RCA TRK design with some very odd differences.

Inthe first place, the RCA TRK-9 through TRK-12
series had a video-deflection chassis and a sepa-
rate high-low voltage power supply. In the Emerson
these functions are swapped around!
The low-voltage power supply is on
the video chassis, and the deflec-
tion is on the high-voltage power
supply. However, the circuitry of the
sets is nearly the same, down to the
special RCA 6L6 specified in the
TRK notes for horizontal sweep. |
used TRK schematics to trouble-
shoot the set without any difficul-
ties, except for having to track down
the component locations.

There is one other major difter-
ence. The Emerson uses a push-
button tuner rather than a rotary
tuner— eight push buttons, in fact.
The topmost button selects radio,
leaving seven for television. This
threw me until | discovered every
other push button is a dummy, leav-
ing only four for channel selection.

When | found this set, the audio
circuit had already been converted
from AM to FM using slope detec-
tion on the audio. The four channels
had been aligned for Channels 2
through 5. Paper inserts labeled the
buttons for stations in the New York
area— WCBW, WNBT, and WABD.
— with one blank.

I've had littte luck finding more
information on this set, even to verify
if it had been a production model or
a prototype. One would think a pro-
totype would have been displayed
or advertised somewhere! I've gone
through magazines of the prewar era,
and have beenin touch with the AWA

museum, the MZTV Museum of Television in Toron-
to and various collectors, including Harry Poster in
New Jersey and Dan Gustafson in Chicago.

Dan is an amazing fountain of information, but
he could only recall possibly having seen a pic-
ture of the set once with the then president of
Emerson standing beside it. Unfortunately, Dan
has never been able to locate the picture in his
vast archives. Another tantalizing clue came from
a fellow on the Intemet who claimed to have a
1941 dealer’s brochure showing the set.

I’'m hoping someone out there might be able to
shed more light on this mysterious set or steer me
in the right direction.

Eric’s Tenth Annual Antique Radio Auction
Olney, Illinois — October 31, 1999

For the tenth consecutive year, Eric's Auction
Service held its annual antique radio auction on
October 31, 1999, in the east central lllinois town
of Olney. As has become an annual tradition,
many collectors from lllinois and surrounding
states gathered to take part in the sale.

There were more items offered in this year's
sale than in other years; however, the majority of
these were fixer-uppers and parts sets. Even at
that, most of the sets were of the more collectible
prewar era, with fewer 1950s-1960s plastic sets
than had been offered in the past.

The sale proceeded at its usual brisk pace. About
half way through the sale, auctioneer Eric Bruner
mentioned to me that he was averaging 125 lots per
hour in a sale that lasted about four hours.

You may be surprised at some of the prices
listed here. Bruner also told me that aithough
prices on many items were down from last year,
total dollar sales were about the same as last
year's sale. Total dollar sales were not disclosed.

This year’s highlights included an Atwater Kent
Model 9C breadboard, which brought a surprising-
ly low $500; a Neutrowound Model 1926 at $475; a
Continental plastic novelty radio made like a small
grand piano at $275 (even though it had a piece
broken off one side); and a Deutscher Kleinemp-
fanger German People's Set at $140.

There were no high-dollar Catalin sets in this
sale. In fact, only two Catalins went on the auc-
tion block this year; both were Emerson Model
520 and brought $175 and $60, respectively. The
$60 Emerson had a broken back panel.

A sampling of the items sold follows. As usual,
no model numbers were called out during the
sale, so it was not possible to list every item that
sold. Prices have been rounded to the nearest

Rebuilding an Atwater Kent Driver

BY RICHARD BEGBIE

Hundreds of collectors have met the problem
of the dud Atwater Kent speaker driver and strug-
gled to get past first base. The brittle pot metal
used In the driver case tends to deteriorate, the
thread holding the case’s two halves together has
usually frozen, and attempls to unscrew it invari-
ably end in failure and/or a mass of crumbled
pieces. A suggestion from one U.S. collector
prompted Richard Begbie to make one last effort,
and he reports on how success took place in
Australia. (Editor)

This is a cautionary tale. Or rather, it's a tale of
which you should be cautious. Because while it
claims a 100 percent success rate in the matter of
the Atwater Kent pot-metal problem, it cannot claim
a long history of R & D. In fact, all that follows is
taken from a sample of one, and that one might be
a fluke. But as the medical researchers like to say,
“We are cautiously optimistic.”

A GOOD START

It all began with an Atwater Kent Model 30 in a
lovely Pooley console cabinet with built-in hom
speaker, as shown in Figure 1. The radio came
from a friend in Roanoke, Virginia, and looked to
be in good shape. But, of course, Murphy's Law
applied, and the speaker driver, an Atwater Kent
Model 7L, tested open. Even then the problem
looked simple enough to the innocent newcomer.
A neat circular hole in the back of the cabinet
allows easy access to the driver, and the lock-
screw fixing driver to the horn's cast-iron throat
was only finger-tight. Easy.

So attention tumed to the milled flange on the
driver base — the one that's supposed to make
unscrewing easy. It doesn't, | can promise. Not a
prayer, and worse to come, because it soon
emerged that while the lock-screw had come out
easily, the main thread between the driver and
hom throat was similarly frozen. | applied as much
pressure as | dared. Any more and the horn would
have produced its first sounds for years — the sad
shriek of tearing screws and splintering timber.

If you know the Pooley construction, you'll un-
derstand that some serious attention to screws,
mounting blocks, etc. was necessary to remove
the driver/throat assembly in one piece. See Fig-
ure 2. Once out In the cruel light of day, the
assembly suggested that someone had already
been there before. There were marks around the
milled edge of the base flange, and the top sec-
tion of casing was already cracked down one
side.

HEAT, WATER, AND TORQUE

Undaunted, our hero — namely | — blithely
launched into action. My first attempts at un-
screwing by hand failed miserably. Maybe some
gentle heat would help. The safest way was to
soak rags or sponge strips in boiling water and
wrap them around the case, which, in turn, made
the thing hard to grip. So, | clamped the milled
edge of the base in the vise, making sure the jaws
were lined with a fairly soft timber. [For non

Now | could really have a go. Repeated heat
treatment and the maximum torque which hands
could apply to the throat section, as shown in
Figure 3, brought no joy. So by way of experi-
ment, | removed it from the vise and tapped
gently around the case and the milled flange with
a wooden mallet. Maybe this would dislodge some-
thing. It did — an inch-long shard of pot-metal
flange. The broken edge revealed a kind of inferi-
or quality dentist's amalgam. A repair was the
only option.

Some patience was now required to wait while
the repair to the base set firm. Then | could begin
all over, this time carefully avoiding the repaired
flange as well as the cracked case. Once again,
all the above measures failed spectactularly. It
was time to bring in the big guns.

THE PIPE TREATMENT

To say | picked up the heavy duty pipe wrench
with trepidation is an understatement. (Our young
daughter had used the same tool on a small elec-
tric sewing machine many years before, to devas-
tating effect.) Fixing the base in the vise again, |
tried the wrench for a starter on the more substan-
tial horn throat, but again no joy. Then, accompa-
nied by an adrenaline rush of near terror, | locked
the mighty jaws gently around the main casing,
carefully situated as far from that sinister crack as
possible. There were only three possible outcomes
— success, failure, or disaster.

A sadder and wiser man, | pulled out after
outcome No. 2, when the base began to spin in
the vise. That soft timber acted as a kind of safety
clutch — if the thing had been held any more
firmly, meltdown was the likely conclusion. Sev-
eral further attempts finally brought me to a dead
end. No way to go, except to Internet radio friends.

It was then that | began to realize this problem
had been faced by a cast of thousands.

THE FREEZER TREATMENT

Mark Murphy in Evanston, lllinois, was one of
the cast. His ad for Atwater Kent horn parts had
appearedin A.R.C., and although not hopeful of a
solution, he did at least have a suggestion to
make: “How about trying it in the freezer?” This
brought back memories of freezer success with
those stubborn, pitch-filled audio transformers —
often the only way to break the seal between
case and innards. Hope reared its dangerous
head once more.

Into a plastic bag and into the freezer went the
oftending assembly. Half a day later it was back
in the vise, white now with frost, and again sub-
ject to the same treatment. First by hand, then the
heart-stopping experiment with the pipe wrench

applied, | should add, with all the finesse of a
neurosurgeon. See Figure 4. Again, no sign of
movement.

So back into the freezer, this time for a full day.
With hope now fading fast, | launched on what
was becoming a ritual. Once more no joy, until
one last attempt with the wrench on the throat
section. Was that movement, or just wishful think-
ing? Within a minute the 74-year-old bond was
broken, and the driver was separated from its
extension.You might have heard the howls of
success over there in the States.

This stage-one success inspired a new series
of attacks on the driver itself, but still to no avail.
On the “more is good” principle, it went back into
the freezer, this time for two or three days. Surely
that would do the trick, but again, nothing seemed
to be happening. This was the last throw of the
dice, so I rac<ed up the vise pressure a fraction for
one final shot. Again that fieeting sense — was it
movement, or illusion? Yayyy!
See Figure 4.

This time, there was no easy
undoing. That thread had been
binding for three-quarters of a
century, and it felt like another
75 years before the two halves
of the casing finally separated.
It was a steady-as-she-goes job,
and if you get this far with yours,
it is worth taking your time over
that final step, as shown in Fig-
ure 5.

Once the reluctant heart of
the thing is exposed, you'll know
the rest. The open coil was soon
removed, rewound, and reas-
sembled, and the driver sprang
into life. See Figures 6 and 7.
While this set was no great per-
former, never has music sound-
ed sweeter in this listener’s ears.

So there you have it. Pa-
tience, a good freezer, and the
most cautious use of a pipe
wrench imaginable, and you
might have some luck. Of
course, if you can't be bothered
starting, or if you experience the
nightmare of a No. 3 outcome, |
believe there's a guy who makes
great Atwater Kent reproduc-
tions!

QSL Collection Finds a Home

Dear Editor:

The Committee to Preserve Radio Verifications
(CPRV) has announcedthatits collection of approximately
30,000 QSLs has a new home. It is the Library of
American Broadcasting (LAB) on the campus of the
University of Maryland, College Park, Maryland. The
LAB, which celebrated its 25th anniversary in 1997, is a
wide-ranging collection devoted exclusively to the history
of broadcasting. It operates in conjunction with its sister
project — the National Public Broadcasting Archives.

For the uninitiated, QSLs are cards and letters sent to
listeners by radio stations, and by amateur radio opera-
tors to each other, to confirm the listeners’ reception of
their stations. “Q-S-L" is Morse code for “I acknowledge
receipt.” These cards are still issued by stations today, but
their history may be traced to the earliest days of radio.

The CPRV QSL collection spans the globe and
extends from the early 1920s to the present. Itincludes
regular AM stations and shortwave broadcasting sta-
tions, ships, planes, and other “utility” stations, as well
as some amateur radio QSLs. The files and database
have been set up so that particular QSLs can be quickly
located and examined.
