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CHASSIS REMOVAL

1. From bottorn of cabinet, discon-
nect all leads and cables connected
to chassis,

2. From 1inside record changer
compartment, remove 3 control
knobs and loosen large hex nuts lo-
cated under knobs;, then grasp
chassis from bottorm and loosen
nuts completely.

3. Remove chassis from cabinet.

RECORD CHANGER REMOVAL

1. Turn the 2 changer mounting
screws clockwise until they are
flush with the changer base,

2. From underside of changer, dis-
connect all cables from record
changer.

3. Turn the mounting clips located
at the ends of the mounting screws
so they are parallel with the mount
ing screws, then Lift changer out of
cabinet
